ASSINGMENT #3:
 Exposures and Composition  
Due Date: Week 4.
Value: 10% of final grade  *This is a three part assignment.

Part 1:  Bracket your exposures.  

Choose a subject (a landscape, building or a still life) and take a photograph that is properly exposed.  Shoot 1 stop overexposed (by changing the shutter speed), 1 stop underexposed,             2 stops overexposed and 2 stops underexposed.
Leave your aperture settings constant throughout.
Don’t use a flash on this assignment.  You can, however, use a tripod if you’ve got one.  It will help to keep the same frame throughout your shots.  This assignment will work best in daylight.
Record your exposure settings!  
Part 2:  Composition.

Take a number of pictures utilizing the following compositional guidelines:

1. Create a frame around a subject (using a tree branch or an arch way, etc…).
2. Take a landscape shot that has objects both in the fore, and background.

3. Use lines to guide the viewer’s eyes either towards, or away from your subject.
4. Shoot a vertical subject vertically (i.e., a tall building.), then shoot it horizontally, as well.
5. Pick a subject and experiment by shooting it from a crouched position; standing tall; leaning to the side; shooting on an angle; etc…
6. Use the Rule of Thirds:  Compose a photo by mentally dividing the scene into 9 even squares.  Try placing your subject in different areas within those imaginary squares for a variety of shots.
Marks will be given for fulfilling each category.

Part 3:  Focal Lengths - OPTIONAL
Find an engaging subject.  Stand in one place.  Make a series of photographs using the various focal lengths available to you.  Don’t move from your position.  Don’t turn from side to side – shoot straight ahead for each image.
________
Put thought into your shots.  Firing the shutter should almost be like an afterthought.  Study what you are seeing in your viewfinder and try to imagine the photograph as it will be printed.  Is the scene too busy?  Does it have a strong centre of interest?  Is it a shot you would like to see?
